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TREE FARM CERTIFICATION/RE-CERTIFICATION  
 
Statewide, the effort to get caught up on re-certifications went well. Here in Clark County we did 
very well, with just a few carried over to this year. 
    
There were a number of folks who had asked our chapter to have their tree farm certified or re-
certified under the American Tree Farm System. Unfortunately we had to focus on the list provided 
by the Washington Farm Forestry Association. Those tree farms that we did not get to last year are 
on our priority list for this year. Our plan is to start calling those on that list by early March, and 
setting up a date to visit the tree farms. If you requested re-certification or certification, you will be 
inspected this year. Thank you for your patience. 
 
If your tree farm is not certified and you are interested in the program you can request an 
inspection. To be certified, you must have a Timber Management Plan or Stewardship Plan for the 
tree farm.
