HEADS UP AND WATCH OUT FOR WHAT’S HAPPENING TO YOU … 
Clark County is about to increase fees – initial and annual – for the County’s interpretation of 
complying with the Clean Water Act (CWA).  Storm runoff from your home on forest land is to 
be assessed for runoff much like a city lot on a paved city street or parking lot, even if your 
forest land mitigates runoff more than it contributes to it.  The county gives credit for such 
compensation in other types of pollution, such as carbon dioxide – but only allows a modest 
reduction of fees for forest landowners.  Furthermore, the fee is not to pay for water quality 
improvement (owners must do that) but to fund increased monitoring and enforcement 
compliance -- guilty or not!  Keep abreast through the papers and let your views be known.
